A. IEC

e Posters (2% 3 size) on Heat — Beat the Heat Poster and Poster for children — 100 nos

each printed and distributed to all Public Health Facilities under Puducherry district.

B. CAPACITY BUILDING

e SNO, Puducherry completed 6 days training conducted by Program division in India
Habitat Centre

e DNO of Puducherry attended 4 days training for DNOs in NCDC, New Delhi

e DNO, Karaikal.Mahe and Yanam attended 3 days training for DNOs conducted by
programme division.

e Training of ANMs on Climate change and Heat Related Illness done from 8/1/24 to
13/1/24. A total of 120 ANMs trained in 6 batches.

e Training for Nursing Officers conducted on 23/1/24, 24/1/24, 30/1/24, 31/1/24,
1/2/24. A total of 140 Nursing Officers trained in 5 batches.

e Training for Sub Centre Medical Officers conducted on 13/2/24 and 14/2/24. A total
of 55 Sub Centre Doctors trained in 2 batches.

e Training of In Charge Medical Officers of PHC/CHC/UHC, Surveillance Nodal
Officers of District Hospitals and Medical Colleges on Heat Related IlIness and its
Management conducted on 22/2/24. 35 Doctors attended the training.

e Training for DEOs of all Health facilities including all medical colleges in Puducherry
district conducted on 23/2/24. A total of 50 DEOs attended the training.

e Staffs from Medical Records Department of all District Hospitals and Medical
Colleges in Puducherry district trained on 26/4/24, on IHIP entry of Heat Related

. FACILITY LEVEL PREPAREDNESS

Rapid Response Team (RRT) has been formed in all the Primary Health Care
Institutions/ District Hospitals to work in coordination with the Respective
Municipalities/ Commune Panchayats to treat in case of Heat Related Illness
Emergencies.

Rapid Response Team (RRT) details shared with the Disaster Management Cell
Puducherry.

A Dedicated Heat Stroke Room/ Dedicated beds for management of Heat Stroke cases
set up in all District Hospitals and CHCs in all districts of Puducherry.

Ambulances are equipped with equipments and instruments which provide emergency

cooling and supportive care for Heat Related Illness cases occurring in the community.

e A meeting about “Health Sector preparedness for tackling the heat wave and
heat related illness™ was held on 17.64.2024 under the chairmanship of Chief
Secretary.

e As per the instructions of Chief Secretary a public health advisory on tackling
the heat wave and heat related illness has been circulated to all Govt.
Departments.

e Daily Heat Related Illness Bulletin along with Total Number of Emergency
OPD Details along with the details of any deaths due to Extreme Heat are
Prepared.

e District collector chaired a meeting with all line departments to review the
preparedness of all line departments for overcoming the Heat days in
Puducherry at the Collectorate on 18/3/24.

e Assessment of all Health Facilities and Ambulance Preparedness to prevent and
manage Heat Related Illness is done using a standard tool shared by Programme
division.

e The guideline for using the tool is shared with all Heat Facilities under all

districts in Puducherry.
