Meeting held at DCR north Office, then an informal visit was done to areas Deputy

Tahsildar. and office members.

The social impact assessment team visited the proposed area. conducted open discussion and
met the residents to discuss with them on the impact of land acquisition on their family.
children education, transport, economy etc at DCR North Office. The family members were
asked to brief on the hardships faced by them due to land acquisition and their future plans

for the children and family were discussed.

Maps were obtained from Pondicherry Planning Commission and Deputy

Surveyor of PWD.

Individual discussions with the affected families were conducted. date was fixed to
administer interview schedule with all the family members and requested them to be ready

with all necessary documents.
Discussion was conducted and asked their grievances were heard.

SOCIAL IMPACT MANAGEMENT PLAN

1. Approach to mitigation : Compensation for the land should be calculated as

per the provisions laid down under section 26 to section 30 read with the First Schedule of

the Act in Form XI and paid to the land owner whose land is under acquisition.

2. Measures to avoid, mitigate and compensate impact:-

AVOIDANCE : Avoidance of adverse impacts on habitats and species or direct or
indirect result of development must always be the first consideration. But, in this project

there are no such damages to any species or habitats.

MITIGATION : The question of mitigation does not arise as, there are no specific

species or habitats in the land proposed to be acquired.

SUGGESTION : It has been recommended by the Social Impact Assessment Team in the
SIA report that , if possible, as requested by the land owner, the Government can take
the whole extent of the property from the land owner, since the left out portion is meagre.
Therefore, it may be considered by the requisition department viz., the Directorate of

School Education, Puducherry.
