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1. CONSTITUTION OF EXPERT GROUP:

1.1 The U.T Administration of Puducherry has constituted an independen?
multidisciplinary expert group vide G.0O. Ms. No. 16/2024 dated 06.08.2024 of Department
of Revenue and Disaster Management, Puducherry for appraisal of Social Impact
Assessment report prepared by the SIA team U/s. 7(1) of the Right to Fair Compensation
and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013 for the
purpose of acquisition of lands in R.S. No. 1/3 & 1/6 of 35-Oulgaret Revenue Village of

2. MANDATE OF EXPERT GROUP:

2.1 The Expert group constituted under sub-section (1) of Section 7 of the Right to I'air
Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act,
2013 after examining the Social Assessment Report submitted by the SIA team should
analyze as to:-

(1) Whether the project serves any public purpose? ;

(11)  Whether the potential benefits outweigh the social costs and adverse social
impact? ;

(i11)  Whether there is other less displacing option available with effective
Rehabilitation plan? ; and

(1v)  Whether the extent of land proposed to be acquired 1s the absolute bare
minimum extent needed for the project?
2.2 The meeting of Expert group was held on 07.11.2024 at 3.30 PM in the chamber of
the Commissioner, Pondicherry Municipality and was attended by the members except Dr.
C. Aruna, Assistant Professor, Department of Social Work, Pondicherry University and Dr
C. Satish Kumar, Assistant Professor, Department of Social Work, Pondicherry University
even though advance intimation was given to them. Thiru. Kandar Selvam, Chief Town
Planner had vetired. Therefore, Thiru. Elango, Junior Town Planner attended the mecting
on behalt of the present Chief Town Planner. The Social Impact Report preparved i
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yelation to the acquisition of lands at 35-Oulgaret Revenue Village of Puducherry District
for the purpose of “Construction of Masanory Drain from Kurumampet Housing Board to
Pitchai Veeranpet”, was examined by the Expert Group. Copy of the SIA report was also
shared among the Group Members. Further, the said report was also explained to the

Members who were present during the meeting on 07.11.2024.

2.3.  During field visit on 07.11.2024 at about 04.30 PM it was ascertained that the Public
Works Department has already constructed the drain. The drain is a masonry structure
admeasuring 00-06-90 HAC in R.S No. 1/3 & 1/6 of 35-Oulgaret Revenue Village as
identified by the Deputy Surveyor of the Office of the Sub-Collector (Revenue) North,

Puducherry

2.3 Post field visit, the Chairman suggested that the Members of the Expert Group may
inspect/visit the site and submit their recommendations individually, if they desire so. The
Expert Group examined the SIA study report, the proceedings of public hearing, the details

of Socio Economic Study conducted, and notified Master plan pertaining to the area.

2.5 The Expert Group observed that the acquisition of Construction of Masonry Drain
from Kurumampet Housing Board to Pitchaiveeranpet is for a valid public purpose that
would ease the flow of the drainage and storm water from Kurumampet Housing Board to

Pitchaiveeranpet.

2.6 The Expert Group observed that the entire land proposed for acquisition belongs to
single owner and the socio-economic status of the owner and his family is also sound. The
Social Impact Assessment report revealed that the land owner has two sons and one
daughter. One of the sons is an Engincering graduate and another one is Medical graduate.
His daughter is a science graduate. Hence, livelihood of no individual is affected due to the
present land acquisition. It is further observed that there is no person with disability,
mentally challenged, orphan or destitute affected by this acquisition. There is no adverse
impact on any Social Cultural Organization, Political organization, Civic Society
Organization and Administrative Organization getting aflected by the acquisition.
T'herefore, the acquisition proposal does not envisage displacement of any project affected

person and consequently the need for a rehabilitation plan does not arise.

3 SOCIAL COSTS AND IMPACTS:

3.1 The acquisition towards Construction of Masanory Drain from Kurumampet
Housing Board to Pitchaiveeranpet would help the residents of Kurumampet and its
surrounding area as it \nll be a ~permanent solution for drainage problem. The land
proposed for acquisition is ahavrow stretch of land located L\Ol[h to South, to a length of

about 180.20 metres in eastegn side and 175.20 metres in western side and maximum width
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of about 10.20 metres in Northern side and 3.40 metres in the southern side and hence

there is no impact on the social cost to the village.

4. EXTENT REQUIREMENT:
4.1 The Expert group observed that the acquisition is being undertaken to the barest

minimum extent of 00-06-90 HAC wherein the masonry drain has already been constructed
by Public Works Department and therefore there is no impact to anyone due to
implementation of the project. Further, there are no suitable alternate Government lands
available for the proposed acquisition.

5. CONCLUSION/RECOMMENDATION;

5.1 After going through the STA report and social profile of the area the Expert group

made the following observations/recommendations:

(i)  Land owner is ready to give the land provided he is adequately compensated as per
provisions of RFCTLARR Act, 2013;

() The Public Works Department has already constructed the masonry drain in the
land and hence the said land needs to be acquired as per law:

(i) The proposed acquisition shall provide drainage and storm water drain to the
residents of Kurumampet and its surrounding areas; :
(iv)  No suitable alternate Government lands are available for the proposed acquisition:

and

(v)  The Social Impact Assessment is found to be appropriate.
